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Brushy Creek Regional Utility Authority approves agreements for accounting, water plant supervision

The Brushy Creek Regional Utility Authority (BCRUA) board unanimously approved two Inter-Local Agreements (ILAs) at its April 20 meeting, one with the City of Cedar Park for general accounting services and one with the City of Leander for the hiring of water plant superintendent.

The two ILAs, coupled with an earlier ILA with the City of Round Rock for administrative and legal services, demonstrate the unique cooperation among the three cities, who are partners in the regional water project.

“I am pleased about the direction of the BCRUA as we move into the operational phase of this project,” BCRUA Board President and Cedar Park Mayor Pro Tem Mitch Fuller said. “The actions taken at the April 20 meeting are a clear demonstration of the great of level of cooperation among the three city councils and the staffs of the three cities and further evidence of the effectiveness and efficiency of this project. I am proud of how well we work together to be responsible stewards for our citizens and rate-payers and Lake Travis.”

The BCRUA was created in 2007 to finance and build the $300 million-plus worth of infrastructure in two phases. This infrastructure is necessary to secure long-term water supplies from Lake Travis for the three partner cities. Phase I of the project, which was projected to cost $182 million and is currently under construction, is more than $33 million under budget. The BCRUA is governed by a board of directors comprised of Councilmembers from the three cities.

The first phase of the project, the construction of a raw water line and water treatment plant, are scheduled to be completed in 2012.
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
