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BRUSHY CREEK REGIONAL UTILITY AUTHORITY POSTPONES MEETING WITH REPRESENTATIVES OF THE VILLAGE OF VOLENTE COUNCIL

AUSTIN, TX, August 26, 2008 – Several members of the City Councils of Round Rock, Cedar Park and Leander and the board of Brushy Creek Regional Utility Authority (BCRUA) had hoped to meet tonight with representatives of the Volente Village Council to talk about our water development plans.

The purpose of the meeting was to provide an opportunity for direct discussion between the Volente officials and our elected representatives.

Unfortunately, agreement on an agenda for the meeting was not achieved in time Friday for BCRUA to post it, as would have been legally required.  Volente did post an agenda, but it was not one that had been agreed to by BCRUA or the other cities.  Thus, BCRUA Board of Directors and City representatives will not be able to participate in the previously scheduled plans for this evening. To do so would place board members in violation of open meeting laws.

BCRUA Board President Scott Rhode will be in attendance to explain why the BCRUA Board could not participate in tonight’s meeting. Board of Directors and City Council representatives remain willing to meet to discuss issues of mutual interest, but not as styled on the agenda posted by the Village of Volente. 

We do look forward in the near future to finalizing an agenda that is agreeable to all parties and to rescheduling the proposed meeting with the Volente Council as soon as possible.
