The cities of Round Rock, Leander, and Cedar Park have formed the BCRUA to build a new regional water supply system including a deep-water intake in Lake Travis, a raw water pipeline in the Trails End Road right of way, a new regional treatment plant to be located in Cedar Park, and a treated water transmission line. Phase One construction of the raw water line and treatment plant is expected to begin next year and take two years to complete. 

Phase Two of the project, involving the construction of the deep-water intake, is expected to begin in 2010 and take about two years to complete. The ultimate capacity of the project is 142 million gallons per day (mgd) and will serve the cities’ needs for the next 40-50 years. By working together, the three cities have the opportunity to realize “economy of scale” savings of 30 percent on the $300 million construction costs. That is expected to result in $90 million in savings to their customers.
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
