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BCRUA Board President Steps Down 

Round Rock Appoints New Representative
Brushy Creek Regional Utility Authority (BCRUA) Board President Scott Rhode has resigned his position on the BCRUA Board of Directors. Rhode, who served on the BCRUA board since its establishment in 2007, said he would not be seeking reelection to the Round Rock City Council this year and would therefore have to step down. BCRUA bylaws require that the board be composed of city council representatives from each of the three partner cities of Round Rock, Cedar Park and Leander.  Rhode was elected to the Round Rock City Council in 2003 and was reelected in 2006.

“I am proud of serving on the City Council,” Rhode said at the Wednesday, February 11 BCRUA board meeting, announcing his resignation. “But I’m even more proud of my service to the BCRUA board. This project is so important. Doing this work together, as a regional system, makes great sense and will save our taxpayers significant money. And instead of three projects, with three water intakes, three pipelines and three treatment plants, there will only be one, minimizing our impact on our neighbors and on the environment. I look forward to watching the project go forward in the years to come.”
Round Rock City Council Member George White will replace Rhode on the board. He was appointed by unanimous vote at Thursday’s City Council meeting. White has served on the council since May 2008 and is a past recipient of Round Rock’s Citizen of the Year Award. He is also past Chairman and current member of the board of St. David’s Round Rock Medical Center and a member of the Rural Capital Area Work Force Development Board and the Greater Round Rock Community Foundation Board. He will assume his position on the BCRUA board at next month’s meeting.

“We have been blessed in Round Rock to have strong leadership in utility planning for many, many years, and Scott has continued that tradition with his excellent leadership on the BCRUA Board,” White said after his appointment. “These are some huge shoes to fill.”

BCRUA is a partnership of the cities of Cedar Park, Leander, and Round Rock and was established in 2007 to provide reliable, cost-effective sources of water for their growing jurisdictions.
