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BRUSHY CREEK REGIONAL UTILITY AUTHORITY HOLDING PUBLIC HEARINGS ON WATER DEVELOPMENT PLANS

AUSTIN, TX, October 16, 2007 – The utility authority planning to build expanded water capacity to serve the cities of Round Rock, Cedar Park and Leander will hear testimony tonight from citizens wanting to comment on their plans. 

The public hearing is the final item on the agenda for a meeting of the board of directors of the Brushy Creek Regional Utility Authority (BCRUA) that begins at 7:00 this evening (Tuesday, March 16) in the Council Chambers of Round Rock City Hall at 221 East Main Street in Round Rock.

“In addition to tonight’s hearing, I am recommending to our board that they schedule a second public hearing for next week to make certain that all interested parties have been given an opportunity to express their feelings,” said BCRUA project manager Chris Lippe.

The BCRUA’s plans remain under development but they have been controversial in some quarters and Lippe said he wants to make certain that everyone has a chance to be heard.  A record of the hearing will be submitted to the Texas Water Development Board, to which the authority has applied for a development loan.

Several public meetings already have been held with residents in areas that might be affected in some way by BCRUA construction plans.

In its meeting tonight, the BCRUA board also will adopt meeting procedures and receive a presentation concerning a site for a regional water treatment plant that the authority proposes to construct to help provide additional municipal water supply to the three cities involved with the project.
